











Marshall Friends & Family Day

The Marshall Group has been celebrating its Centenary in
2009, marking its foundation in the motor business on 1st
October 1909. The celebrations began when Mr Michael
Marshall, Chairman and Chief Executive of Marshall of
Cambridge (Holdings Ltd) hoisted the specially designed
Centenary Flag to the top of the Company’s flagpole on 1st
January. The flag has flown at the masthead throughout the
year, other than on days when the Union Flag has been flown
for State occasions, and will be taken down at dusk on 31st
December.

On Sunday 20th September the Company opened its gates
to its employees, their families and friends, as an Open Day,
and over 15,000 attended. The Company’s many aircraft
hangars were open, and entertainment was included in many
of the hangars. This included pop groups in No.16 Hangar,
a Concert Orchestra in No. 17 Hangar, a Pipe Band in the
main arena, Brass Bands in the food court, a Jazz Band in a
marquee on the airfield and a wide range of amusements on
side stalls and in an arena, where many managers agreed to
sit in the stocks and be pelted with wet sponges to raise
money for charity! All of those present enjoyed the Funfair
provided by Thurstons and a 4 hour long flying display under
clear blue skies, which was heralded as one of the finest
flying displays in the country during 2009.

The flying display included The Red Arrows, the Avro
Lancaster, the Avro Vulcan, and a wide variety of vintage
aircraft, which depicted Marshall’s 80 year history in aviation.
The flying display was opened by a formation of four aircraft,
three Cessna 172s and one Extra 200 aircraft from the
Cambridge Aero Club. If that were not enough, food and
drink was provided for all those attending, and everyone
declared the day a fabulous day out.
